 Introduction of trenchless and sub-surface construction technologies, where 

CIDC and its member organization (IndSTT) possess advanced expertise to 

deliver efficient, low-disruption, and sustainable infrastructure solutions. 

 Deployment of expert consultants from the International Council of 

Consultants (ICC) under CIDC’s umbrella to support planning, feasibility, 

and execution of complex infrastructure projects in Brazil. 

 Knowledge transfer and skill development collaboration, aimed at creating a 

trained and certified construction workforce in both nations. 

 Facilitation of business partnerships and joint ventures between Indian and 

Brazilian enterprises to jointly pursue public and private sector 

infrastructure opportunities. 

The visit concluded on an optimistic note, with both sides agreeing to formalize 

cooperation mechanisms. The Brazilian delegation appreciated the efforts of CIDC, 

IndSTT & ICC & urged participation in the upcoming events like the ‘No Dig India 

Show’, CIDC ‘Vishwakarma Awards’ & ‘ICC Awards’. CIDC announced plans to soon 

lead an Indian delegation to Brazil, which will include industry leaders, consultants, 

and technology providers to showcase India’s proven expertise in:

 Project management, cost optimization, and engineering consultancy
